BACKSCATTER January 2015 

 
107 Years Ago: What an antenna!  For the first time, a wireless message is sent from the Eiffel Tower in Paris. 
 

87 Years Ago:   Three television sets are installed by RCA and GE 
in homes in Schenectady, NY. They delivered an unsteady picture 
1.5 inches square, with 48 lines at 16 frames per second.  The 
picture was transmitted over 2XAF on 37.8 meters with the sound 
transmitted over radio station WGY.  Four months later, WGY-TV 
began broadcasting regular programs on Tuesday, Thursday, and 
Friday afternoons from 1:30 to 3:30 pm, using only 24 lines.  This was not HD. 
 

 

69 Years Ago:  First moon-bounce!  U.S. Army Project Diana detected radar signals reflected off the moon's 
surface.  Using 50 KW at 111.5 MHz and a modified WWII radar antenna with 
24 dB of gain, 1/4 second pulses were beamed from the Evans Signal 
Laboratories, Belmar, N.J. The echo was received 2.4 sec. later, proving that 
radio waves could penetrate Earth's atmosphere. The experiment was 
supervised by Lt. Col. John H. De Witt, who as an amateur, had tried 
unsuccessfully in 1940.

Emergency Management 

 
ARES in Ohio is getting much more prepared for ñThe Big Oneò. Why take all this time and energy? Because 
when it hits, thereôs no time to make something up on the fly. Sure, we might be able to muddle through, but 
thatôs not our bestéand we should be prepared to give our best if weôre called!  
 
I want ECôs and DECôs to take another look at your equipment and resources for the OARS database! We are 
NOT going to take over your stuff! But if you built ñstuffò, Iôm sure you want it to be used, and thatôs what the 
OARS database is all about. We need to catalog these resources so that we can get the right stuff when we 
need it! We assume owners will accompany larger equipment, and we allow in the database for your discretion 
about how and where itôs used. PLEASE take a minute, use the online form http://arrl-ohio.org/SEC/ff-
100.html and let us catalog your resources!  
 
Another major portion of ARES response began to be formulated this year, the Ohio ARESMAT program got 
underway. This program envisions three teams (north, central and south) made up of the óCream of the cropô 
operators and technical experts. These teams will be available to an EC who is facing an overwhelming event. 
We anticipate needing operator/net control, IT / digital, RF experts (repeaters/towers/etc) and other fields. If 
you would like to take on additional training, some meaningful work and rewarding activity, contact AEC Mark 
Griggs, KB8YMN!

OSERP 

We tested the basics of the Ohio Section Emergency Response Plan during the SET this fall. Most counties 
were active in SET or in larger exercises during the same period. The response plan is a solid approach to 
emergency operations across the state. A winter project for me has been to re-write the OSERP. The concepts 
stay the same with only a couple changes. First, itôs to be assumed that the EC and the first activated station in 
any emergency will probably be positioned at the county Emergency Operations Center. So we provide for that 
in the plan. Second, we needed to include the Ohio Digital Emergency Net in the plan. Third, we really needed 
to reconsider the frequencies recommended in the plan. I want to change the primary frequency to 7.240 plus 
or minus, and keep one 80 meter frequency as an alternate only. This takes into consideration the better 
daytime propagation of 40, and reduces the instances of malicious QRM that we get on 80.

Weôre forming a management team to support operation of the Digital Emergency Net. Marshall, KD8LAV, has 
been working hard since taking over the net but we didnôt do him any favors, saddling him with ~everything~. 
We are putting together a team including PR/PIO, Technical advice and training so that we can grow this very 
important resource in Ohio!

We are renewing our friendship with the team of RACES operators at W8SGT, housed in the Ohio Emergency 
Operations Center. This is a key station in serving all of Ohio during emergencies, and we already have a good 
relationship.

H.R.4969 ς AMATEUR RADIO PARITY ACT OF 2014 TO CONTINUE IN 2015  
 

The Amateur Radio Parity Act of 2014 (H.R. 4969) which attracted the support of more than 68 
members of the US House of Representatives will resume anew when the 114th Congress 
convenes in January. The just-adjourned 113th Congress did not enact the bill as we had hoped 

that it would.  
 
Introduced with bipartisan support last June, H.R. 4969 called on the FCC to apply the ñreasonable 
accommodationò three-part test of the PRB-1 federal pre-emption policy to private land-use restrictions 
regarding antennas. The limited PRB-1 pre-emption currently applies only to state and municipal land-use 
ordinances. The FCC has indicated its reluctance to provide the same legal protections from private land-use 
agreements, often called covenants, conditions, and restrictions (CC&Rs) without direction from Congress. 
ARRLôs Dan Henderson, N1ND, this week stressed that the fight is definitely not over. 
 
ñWhile we are disappointed that the bill did not make it through the process during the session, the effort was 
extremely energized by the efforts of thousands of ARRL members who participated in our grassroots lobbying 
effort,ò Henderson said. ñIn just 6 short months we gained tremendous traction for the Amateur Radio Parity 
Act.ò 
Henderson explained that the bill will be re-introduced sometime after the new Congress is called into session 
in January. The ñAmateur Radio Parity Actò bill will have a new number and will be introduced into the US 
House. ñOnce this happens, the ARRL will gear up for a fresh effort to push this legislation forward,ò 
Henderson added. 
 
Henderson said the bill would not have attained its current level of support in the US House without the 
thousands of letters and phone calls made by ARRL members to their congressional representatives. ñThe 
success of this crucial issue relies on the efforts of all radio amateurs and ARRL members,ò he said. ñWe know 
you will step forward in the new year, when we renew our efforts on Capitol Hill.ò
